1 lb. sliced Swiss cheese 

1 ¼ lbs sliced deli corned beef 
1 can (14oz) sauerkraut, rinsed and 7*#1"/7  well 

2/3 cup thousand island salad dressing 
1 egg white, lightly beaten 
3 teaspoons caraway seeds

Unroll one tube or crescent dough in one long rectangle, seal 
seams and perforations. Press into a lightly greased 13x9 baking 
dish. Use a fork to poke small holes into bottom of dough.  Bake 
at 375 degrees on the middle of oven for 8-10 minutes until 
crust is a nice golden brown.  Cool 
 
Layer with half of the Swiss cheese and all of the corned beef. 
Combine sauerkraut and Thousand Island dressing, spread over 
beef. Top with remaining cheese. On a lightly floured surface, 
press or roll second tube of crescent dough into a 13x9 rectangle 
Place over cheese, sealing edges and sides. Brush egg white 
over the Top and sprinkle with the caraway seeds.   Bake for 12-
16 minutes or until heated through and crust is golden brown.  
Let it stand for 5 minutes before cutting.  Make 8 serving

2-1/2 lbs ground chuck 
1 whole large onion, diced 
2 stalks celery, diced 
3 cloves garlic, minced 
1 can (14.5 oz.) whole tomatoes 
3 cups beef stock, more if needed 
1 yellow bell pepper, seeded and diced 
1 green bell pepper, seeded and diced 
4 whole carrots, peeled and sliced on diagonal 
4 red potatoes, cut into chunks 
3 TBL Tomato paste 
1 tsp kosher salt 
½ tsp black pepper 
2 tsp dried parsley flakes 
½ tsp ground oregano 
½ tsp garlic pepper 
½ tsp Italian seasoning 
 
Preparation: 
In a large pot over medium-high heat, brown the meat with the 
onion, celery, and garlic. Remove the pot from the heat and 
drain off as much fat as you can. 
Return the pot to the heat and add the rest of the ingredients. Stir 
to combine, and then bring to boil. Reduce t he heat, then cover 
and simmer the soup for 15-20 more minutes, until potatoes are 
tender but not mushy. 
Soup should be somewhat tick, but if you like it to be more 
“soupy” add 1-2 cups more stock. Adjust seasonings to taste.
